Saint-Saéns’ Carnival of the Animals will be
featured, a treat for children of all ages!

The Dranoff International Two Piano Foundation, partners in this Family Concert, is based in
Miami and holds biennially what is considered the most prestigious competition for piano duos
worldwide, the Dranoff International Two Piano Competition. Founded in the 1980’s by Loretta
Dranoff in memory of her late husband, the Dranoff Foundation set out to promote the piano duo
on the concert stages of the world and has spectacularly succeeded in doing just that! Besides
fostering the talent of dozens of duos over the years the Foundation has commissioned new
works for two pianos by some of the world’s leading composers, including works by Ned Rorem,
John Corigliano and Michel Legrand. The Family Concert on December 12th will feature one of
the 2008 commissions by British composer Sir Rodney Russell Bennett, the Lilliburlero
Variations for Two Pianos.

While labeled a “Family Concert,” the December
12th performance is truly one which can be enjoyed
by music lovers of all ages— and perhaps even learn
a thing or two! Besides Saint-Saéns’ Carnival of the
Animals and three works for piano duo, Maestro
Robertson and members of the ACO will introduce
the instruments of the orchestra to the audience.

And best of all, as a community service there will be
no admission charge for this performance! The
ACO is suggesting a donation of $5.00/family, but
this is only a suggestion— all are welcome to enjoy
the world-class music-making and fun!

“We have been overwhelmed by the response to
this, our first Family Concert,” states Kopp. “The
phone has been ringing steadily with families and
patrons who want to attend the concert.

The quality of the ACO is
comparable to any chamber orchestra in the world,
and the size of our concert halls ensures an intimate,
exhilarating musical encounter. The visceral thrill of
hearing great music being created is truly an
experience— it is music as the composer intended it
to be heard.
