ñThe deadline for subscribers to renew their    
current seats is this Friday, May 1st,ò states Larry 
Kopp, ACO Executive Director.  ñWe are going to 
abide by our deadline and need our current    
subscribers to let us know if they wish to retain 
their seats for the upcoming season.  As always, 
there is considerable demand for seating as we 
have been receiving a large volume of new     
subscriptions.ò 
 
The ACO strictly adheres to a policy of allowing 
current subscribers to retain their seats as long as 
they wish to do so.  But in the interest of fairness 
to both new subscribers and those subscribers 
wishing to change their seating, the deadline to 
renew seating, May 1st, is rigidly upheld. 
 
ñWe want to give current subscribers every     
opportunity to retain their seats,ò states Kopp.  

ñBut at the same time, we are dedicated to allowing our new subscribers access to every    
available seat in both the Waxlax and Lyric Theatres.ò 
 
New subscribers also benefit by responding earlyï new subscriber seating is based upon date 
received in the ACO Office.  Simply put, the earlier we receive your subscription order form, the 
better your chances to receive your first choice in seating. 
 
ñDuring Spring 2008 we formalized subscription 
seating policies for the orchestra,ò states Kopp.  
ñOnce the renewal deadline passes, we seat all 
returning subscribers.  We then seat new       
subscribers based upon the date we receive the 
order form in the ACO Office.  The earlier we  
receive an order form the better the chances are 
that you will get the seating you desire.  It truly is 
the only fair way to ensure that everyone has 
access to as many seats as possible at both of 
our venues.ò 
 
The ACO continues to thrive and growï the 2009 
Season saw a record number of subscribers and 
early indications are that 2010 will even exceed 
last seasonôs robust growth.   
 
The 2010 Season is exciting in myriad waysï not 
only is it the orchestraôs 20th Anniversary      
Season, it is full of exciting new artistic            
endeavors for the orchestra.

After losing his battle with  
cancer last April, donations were given to the    
Library Foundation of Martin County in his name to 
be used to present an annual event in his honor 
supporting arts education and arts experiences for 
the entire population of Martin County.  It is these 
funds that are supporting the May 3rd concert.
