The Challenge Gift Campaign began in 2007, spurred on by the commitment of an anonymous

donor to give up to $1 million in matching funds over a five year period to the ACO. Individual

gifts of $10,000 or greater or pledges of $10,000 or greater completed by December 31, 2011,

are eligible for matching funds as part of the Challenge Gift Campaign. A total of $200,000 a

year is available in matching funds, and for the second consecutive year the ACO has met the

goal of raising $200,000 in eligible gifts and received the maximum available in matching funds.

1. Where were you born?  Tell us a little about
your youth and upbringing?

studied with Peter Zazofsky and Malcolm Lowe.

4. Why did you choose your instrument?

| chose to play violin because | used to listen to my older sister practice at home and it seemed
like fun.

5. When did you know you wanted to be a professional musician?

| have always wanted to become a professional musician, or at least as far back as | can
remember.

6. Who were/are your most important musical influences?

There are so many teachers, conductors and musicians that helped me along the way that it is
very difficult to pick up just a few.

7. Most inspiring composers?
Brahms, Shostakovich & Verdi.

8. What would you be if not a musician?
Psychologist.

9. Your favorite thing about playing in the ACO?

Playing in the ACO is very satisfying on many levels, both musically and personally. |
particularly love the repertoire chosen by our Music Director Stewart Robertson, repertoire that
combines some of the most famous orchestral works with lesser known but very interesting
pieces of music.
