The ACO is teaming up the Admiralty Gallery in 

Vero Beach for an exhibition of paintings by 

renowned artist James Harrington.  During the 

month of November, 10% of the proceeds on 

all paintings sold by Mr. Harrington will be  

donated to the Atlantic Classical Orchestra. 
 

òWe are proud and honored to be partnering 

with the Admiralty Gallery in this special   

fundraiser,ó states Larry Kopp, ACO Executive 

Director.  òMr. Harrington and the Admiralty 

Gallery represent excellence in the visual arts 

and it is an honor to be associated with them.  

And to be working together on a fundraiser to 

benefit the orchestra makes our association 

particularly wonderful.ó 
 

What makes this benefit and exhibition      

particularly special for patrons of the ACO is 

the fact that all of the paintings have a       

musical theme, and number have the Atlantic 

Classical Orchestra and ACO musicians as 

their subject and inspiration.  Maestro   

Robertson, founding  Music Director Andrew McMullan, violinist Sha Zhang and other members 

of the ACO are among the subjects of the paintings in the exhibition. 
 

òI was ôbowled overõ when I saw Mr. Harringtonõs paintings for the first time, especially those of 

Maestro Robertson, Maestro McMullan and members of the ACO,ó states Kopp.  òHe really    

captures the essence and personality of these musicians in a way that is simply amazing.  He 

seems to have captured the heart and soul of the ACO in his paintings.ó 
 

 

The eighty-year old Harrington has studios in 

Sebastian and Nantucket and is known for his 

impressionistic genre paintings and innovative 

use of color.  In a brief biographical sketch,    

Harrington states: 
 

òBorn in 1929, I grew up in New York where, I 

became an apprentice bricklayer in a vertical 

city. Four years later, I was that third generation 

journeyman; who traveled to work wrapped 

around a sketchpad; came home to a wonderful 

wife and eventually enough children to move my 

easel into the kitchen.ó  
 

òThere was a brief stint at the Art Students 

League, but the scheme of working on           

Manhattan's high-rise buildings by day and     

taking classes at night, gave way to independent 

study as the road to self expression. This was a 

turning point, because, it was here that I was 

introduced to the teachings of Robert Henri, 

(1865-1929).ó  
 

òAdhering to the tenets of Henri in his book, "The 

Art Spirit", I was both determined and destined to 

forgo participation in juried exhibits during a 

painting adventure that has spanned more than 

six decades. Henri's book is a verbal painting of 

the stepping stones to his perception, that I 

share with artists, collectors and friends.ó 
 

The exhibition Musical Impressions will be held at the Admiralty Gallery, 3315 Ocean Drive in 

Vero Beach from November 6th through 30th.  A special, by invitation only opening night       

reception will be held on November 5th from 5:00 pm to 7:30 pm at the gallery.  Those who  

received an invitation can still RSVP by calling the Admiralty Gallery.  10% of the price of all 

paintings sold as part of this exhibition will be donated to the Atlantic Classical Orchestra, and 

during the private reception on November 5th 10% of any paintings sold will be donated to the 

ACO. 
 

òIt is fantastic to be working with artists in other genres on a project, and especially so when it 

will benefit the orchestra,ó states Kopp.  òI encourage not only lovers of the visual arts but music 

lovers as well, especially patrons of the ACO, to attend this exhibition.  Not only are the paintings 

beautiful but by purchasing a work of art you are helping to support our orchestra.ó

Series III brings with it 

a program that is òquintessentially ACO!ó  It features 

Beethovenõs mighty Violin Concerto with 

Tchaikovsky Gold Medalist Elmar Oliveira as soloist 

paired with Darius Milhaudõs jazzðinflected La     

Création du Monde and Michael Torkeõs post-

minimalist masterpiece Adjustable Wrench.  Finally, 

the ACOõs 20th Anniversary Season ends with a pair 

of 19th Century German masterpieces.  Robert 

Schumannõs beautiful Piano Concerto will feature 

Scottish International Piano Competition winner Tom 

Poster in his North American debut.  And Schubertõs 

Unfinished Symphony will be heard in a four     

movement reconstruction by Brian Newbould and 

Mario Venzago.  Truly a season of musical highlights 

and programs that could only be brought to you by 

the ACO!

The first Chamber Series performances will feature Concertmaster Leonid 

òLennyó Sigal in an all-Russian program: Prokofievõs Sonata #2; Stravinskyõs Divertimento after 

The Fairyõs Kiss, the composerõs homage to Tchaikovsky; and two works by the master himself, 

Tchaikovskyð Serenade Melancolique and Valse-Scherzo.  The second Chamber Series          

performances will showcase the return of ACO Principal Cellist Ian Maksin, this time with the 

Armitage Trio, in two works by Czech composersð Smetenaõs Piano Trio and DvoƎ§kõs Piano Trio 

#3,  And to finish the season, a program of music by Scandinavian composersð Gade, Leifs,  

Kilpinen, Stenhammer and Sindingð performed by members of the ACO.  With a great variety of 

music in world-class performances, it all adds up to the best chamber series yet! 
 

New for 2010 is BEHIND THE BATON, an adult education series in conjunction with Indian River 

State Collegeõs Lifelong Learning Institute.  A series of four lectures by Stewart Robertson at 

IRSCõs campuses in Vero Beach and Stuart, they are an outgrowth of the incredibly popular Pre-

Concert Conversations held prior to all orchestra series concerts.  Based on music performed on 

ACO Orchestra Series Concerts this new format allows Maestro Robertson the flexibility to give a 

much more in-depth look at the music being performed in a format designed to engage and  

inspire patrons.
