is the North American premiere of a new 

chamber arrangement of Mahlerõs Fourth 

Symphony.  What a great way to open such 

a historic season for our orchestra!ó  
 

The concert opens with the buoyant      

Overture to The Wasps by English composer 

Ralph Vaughn Williams.  Full of high spirits, 

exuberant energy, and Vaughn Williamõs 

own special brand of melody and harmony,  

it is the perfect concert opener and the  

perfect piece to open the orchestraõs 20th 

Anniversary   Season!   
 

The next piece on the program, Maurice 

Ravelõs Le Tombeau de Couperin, has an 

indirect link to the first piece on the        

programð during his youth, for a short period of time Vaughn Williams actually was a student of 

Ravel!  Ravel is quoted as saying that Vaughn Williams was his only student that didnõt compose 

music that sounded like his own, and that difference in compositional styles will be obvious to 

concertgoers this week.  Ravelõs Le Tombeau de Couperin was initially composed as an homage 

to the great French Baroque composer Couperin, but the finished composition took a very     

different course due to the outbreak of World War I.  A truck driver on the frontlines during the 

ògreat war,ó Ravel, besides honoring Couperin, also honored the memory of friends lost in    

combat in this most gentle and beautiful of works memorializing those lost in wartime.         

Originally composed for solo piano, Ravelõs version for chamber orchestra the ACO will be      

performing this week is considered some of the finest orchestral writing of the 20th Century. 
 

Concluding the first concert on the ACOõs 20th Anniversary Season is the North American      

premiere of Klaus Simonõs chamber arrangement of Gustav Mahlerõs Fourth Symphony.       

Originally written for large orchestra, Simonõs arrangement manages to maintain the essence of 

Mahlerõs most accessible work while greatly reducing the forces required for performance.  The 

ACO will utilize 15 musicians for the first performances of this arrangement outside of Europe. 
 

òGustav Mahler famously is quoted as saying, õMy time will come,õó states Kopp.  òAnd that was 

truly a prophetic statement, as Mahlerõs music has grown increasingly popular in the past 50 

years.  We are very happy to be able present this American premiere performance of Mahler for 

our patrons and contribute to the worldwide renaissance of Mahlerõs music.ó 
 

Vaughn Williams, Ravel and Mahler in a North American premiere, all in world class                

performances by our own Atlantic Classical Orchestra.  This is a concert event not to be missed!

and trained in Russia. 
 

ACO Concertmaster Leonid òLennyó Sigal  has enjoyed a multi-faceted career as recitalist,  

chamber musician and orchestra leader. Since early performances he was praised by audiences 

and critics for his virtuosity and musical sensitivity.  Born in Moscow, he began violin studies at 

the age 5, and a year later was accepted to the renowned Gnessin School. He went to attend 

and graduate with excellence from the Moscow Conservatory.  
 

Winner of several violin competitions internationally, Lenny moved to the US in 1995 as a result 

of an invitation by Michael Tilson Thomas to accept a prestigious fellowship at the New World 

Symphony.  While serving as concertmaster, he was also coached as conductor by Mr. Thomas.  

His solo experience includes recital and chamber music appearances in the US, Canada,       

Germany, UK, France, Italy, Austria, Switzerland, Russia, Japan and South Korea.  He has      

performed with some of great musicians of the 20th Century, including Sir Georg Solti, Leonard 

Bernstein and Christoph Eshenbach.  Among his festival appearances are Rencontres             

Musicales dõEvian, Schwetzingen Festival, as well as festivals in Prague, Tokyo and  Seoul. 
 

Pianist Kimball Gallagher made his Carnegie Hall debut this past March to a sell out crowd at 

Weill Recital Hall and was hailed as "a dynamo.....brilliant and polished enough to have gone 

straight to disc, unedited" in the NY Concert Review.  He has performed in New York at Lincoln 

Center's Alice Tully Hall, the Kosciusko Foundation, the Faust Harrison Piano Showroom,        

Yamaha Piano Salon, Steinway Hall.  Internationally, he has also been heard in Prague, Lisbon, 

and Poland.  Mr. Gallagher is the recipient of top prizes at the Corpus Christi International Piano 

Competition and at the San Antonio Tuesday Musical Club competition, in addition to being a 

finalist in the Washington International Competition. 
 

The program for the first Chamber Series performances includes Prokofievõs Sonata #2 for    

Violin and Piano; Stravinskyõs Divertimento after The Fairyõs Kiss for Violin and Piano; and 

Tchaikovskyõs Serenade Melancolique and Valse-Scherzo.  
 

Stuart performances of the Chamber Music Series at the Blake Library remain free of charge
