In Latin America, however, Sans is well known as
composer, performer, historian and educator. A losigne faculty member at the School of the

Arts at the Universidad Central de Venezuela in his native country, Sans is a-teslbected and

integral part of musical life throughout the region.

That Beethoven was a true lover of nature was and is widely known. Beethoven spent his

summers far from his urban Viennese dwellings and whenever possible loved nothing better

than solitary walks in nature. These walks took on a religious, or spiritual, tone with Beeth@en

it was an opportunity to commune with nature, be inspired with musical ideas (Beethoven

always carried a small notebook with him to write down musical ideas as they came to mind)

and ultimately to enjoy a communion with God. B
share less with contemporary German Romantics and more with the spirit of the American
Transcendentalist® the rugged individualism and observation of the working of God in nature

best articulated by Ralph Waldo Emerson is predated by decades in Beethoven.

It is not widely discussed or acknowledged today,

but religion was of great importance to Beethoven

throughout his life. Beethoven was a profoundly

religious person and read widely and deeply on
religion in many for ms. It i
that religious understanding was next to music

perhaps the most important aspect of his life.

Beethoven wrote in a letter to Archduke Rudolph,

0Godé sees into my inner most F
that as a man | perform most conscientiously the

duties which Humanity, God and Nature enjoin

upon mBeéthoven saw his life as one of

service to the trinity of humanity, God and nature.

The Sixth Symphony, then, can be seen as

ultimately a religious work, an expression of

Written almost wholly in 1808, the Sixth Symphony
shares a gestational period with the Fifth

Symphony, its antipode in almost every way. The
Sixth is a peaceful, gentle work, whereas the Fifth
is full of ferocious energy and struggle. Bearing

novelties enough to warrant Beethoven including
notes on the composition for the first

performance, an unheard of procedure. The work
does recall Baroque pictorial and pastoral subject
matter, but whereas in baroque writing the intent
was a precise musical representation of nature, in
Beethoven it is the feelings engendered by the
various scenes that are represented, which is an
enormous difference of profound import to an

accurate understanding of the composition.

At the core of his being he viewed communion with nature as an important aspect of that quest.

The Pastoral Symphony can be viewed as an important autobiographical document that
describes Beethovends inner l'ife and i mportant mu
peace and contentment in the Sixth Symphony mirrors the experiences of spiritual seekers of all

ages and places, confirming not only its authenticity but its universal appeal for all mankind.
