Gustav Mahler (186G11911), a somewhat

contentious musical figure during his lifetime,
has in the close to 100 years since his death
grown in popularity and esteem and is today
considered a musical genius on par with the

ot her i mmort al ogreatso of
musical tradition. Mabhler is often famously
guoted as saying, OMy ti me Ww

that prediction has turned out to be quite
prophetic indeed.

Mabhler is considered a musical prophet in a
number of way$ his musical language went
through three major stages and grew ever
more complex, presaging the dissolution of the
tonal system and the works of Schoenberg and
ot her 20t h Century masters.
constant juxtaposition of the banal and
profound, the constantly shifting musical
Gustav Mahler in 1906 in the Netherlands  kaleidoscope of moods in his compositions
and his profoundly introspective viewpoint
(along with existential angst) presaged the art and life of contemporary man in a 20th Century
filled with two world wars and revolutions of myriad kinds. Interestingly enough, Mahler offered
support to the young Schoenberg and his circle and consulted with Sigmund Freud in regard to
marital di fficulties, so in a very real sense Mahl
20th Centuries. That being said, Mahler was and remained at heart a 19th Century German
Romantic artist and the Fourth Symphony is truly the work of an artist solidly within that
tradition.

Mahler was an intensely religious man, although not in a traditional sense. Born Jewish, he
converted to Roman Catholicism in order to secure a position as Director of the Vienna State
Opera in Catholic Austria. But he never regularly attended services of any denomination, and
could be better described as a spiritual seeker outside of organized religion. That did not make
his search less profound or sincet@ in a very real sense, the one constant in his life was a
search for religious truth and understanding, for God, and that search is at the heart of the
Fourth Symphony.

One of the finest conductors of his generation,

Mabhler reserved his summers for composition.

The Fourth Symphony was composed during the

summers of 1899 and 1900, but the kernel

from which the symphony grew was written in

1892. The songDas Himmlische Leben(The

Heavenly Life) was originally planned by Mahler

to be used as the fifth movement of the six

movement Third Symphony before he decided

to use it as the finale of the Fourth Symphony.

Based on a text from Arnim & Brentanods
collection of folk poetry entitledDes Knaben

Wunderhorn ( T h e Yout hds Magi c Horn), this
collection exerted an enormous influence on

19th Century German Romanticism. Mahler set

numerous texts from this collection and felt a

real affinity with the simple yet profound spirit

of these poems. Das Himmlische Lebergives a

view of heaven through the eyes of a child, and

Mahl er noted the o0deep mysticismdé of the text.

In a reversal of the normal symphonic
procedure, where themes, musical and
otherwise, are initially stated in the beginning of
the work and developed throughout , in the
Fourth Symphony the meaning of the work is
truly only revealed in the last moveme#t and
the musical themes upon which the symphony is based are seen in their basic forms at the end

of the work, not the beginning. As Mahler wrote to a fellow conductor prior to the Leipzig
premiere of the symphonyo Di d you overl ook the thematic relat

The entire

symphony breathes with an air of simplicity

and innocence, a restful quiet that is both

peaceful and profound. The Fourth

Symphony is a beautiful work and one that

i s many ways uni que among
symphonic creations.
